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Overview of the curriculum for Year 6 in the Spring Term

	YEAR 6 SPRING TERM

	Subject
	First Half -Term
	Second Half-Term

	Literacy
	Non - fiction and poetry – the children will develop their skills to produce both one sided and balanced arguments, standard English formal and informal language, humorous / nonsense verse and narrative structure developing chapters/paragraphs and passing of time etc.

Fiction and comprehension – the children will identify key features of different types of narratives and how particular texts conform, develop or undermine the type e.g. through a parody of a funny tale. They will study different genres of writing and will develop their comprehension of text with a focus on the author’s views.

	Numeracy
	Place value, ordering and rounding, x and / , problem solving – explaining methods and reasoning, fractions, decimals and percentages, rotations and reflections. + and  - numbers, angles, 2D and 3D shapes, perimeter and area, measures and problem solving, ratio, proportion, data handling, properties of and reasoning about numbers.

	Science
	Materials and electricity. The children will learn about conductors / insulators and the effects of expansion and contraction. Reversible and irreversible changes will be studied. Electrical circuits will be made and they will learn about how an electrical current can be varied. The pupils will investigate fuses and be taught how to wire a plug. 
	The children will revise the topics covered throughout KS2, in preparation for the SATs in May.

	ICT
	Spreadsheet modelling  - EXCEL. 
	Mountains – a multi-media project

	Humanities
	Shaping the land – the children will work with atlases, OS maps and different scales to develop their map work skills. They will investigate mountain environments / formations / glaciers / valleys and how land is shaped.

	RE
	Christianity and worship. An in-depth study looking at the important aspects of Christian worship – including the life of Jesus, prayer, holy communion, the church and buildings, the Holy Trinity and the Bible.

	Art
	The children will explore how signs, symbols and metaphors can be used to communicate ideas and meanings. They will focus on Aboriginal Art and work in groups to create a piece of work in this style.

	PE 
	 Gymnastics – floor work / apparatus.

	Games
	Invasion and net wall games. Improving attack and defending formations and tactics within tradition games activities.

	DT
	Textiles – ‘Carry It’. The children will be asked to design and make a personalised bag / holder for a specific purpose. E.g. a bag for a personal CD player, Game Boy, War Hammer pieces or a beach bag.

	Music
	Advanced Jazz and Latin improvisation. The children will explore the musical structures of this style and the language associated with it. They will look at the work of today’s leading Jazz musicians e.g. Wynton Marsalis, Courtney Pine and examples of Jazz Fusion. The pupils will compose their own Jazz main theme and accompanying motifs, patterns and riffs.

	PSHE
	Media stereotypes - self –image and the development of self-esteem. An examination of the current issues and the opportunity to challenge stereotypes.
	Drugs awareness – healthy lifestyles.

	French
	Pupils will recognise and use core language for describing people and some animals, understand use and respond to questions about time and describing people. Recognise and understand stories, songs and tongue twisters, recognise and understand the use of adverbs. Recognise and begin to be able to tell the time on the hour and five past the hour. Recognise and use the comparative and explore and review vowel sounds.
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
